Make your own Paper Guitar
You will need:

	; A cardboard box/tissue box
	; Thick elastic bands
	; 2 pencils
	; Scissors
	; Sticky tape
	; A toilet roll/kitchen roll tube

Instructions:
1.	 Cut a circular hole in the largest flat surface of 

your cardboard box. A tissue box has the hole 
already

2.	 Stick a pencil either side of the hole using tape. 
Anything that lifts the elastic bands from the 
box works well

3.	 Wrap your elastic bands lengthways over your box. Different elastic 
band thickness create different sound

4.	 Cut a hole on the top of your box. To fit your kitchen/toilet roll tube
5.	 Push the tube into the hole. You can roll more elastic bands down the 

tube to make the frets
